   English Language Arts Department: 

With Literacy Alive! coming up this Monday, October 26th, the issue of “what is valuable literature” has been a hot topic within 

the classrooms and our Madison community.  A list was provided to the parents and students as a guideline as to what literary 

character the student would portray on October 30th when we literally bring “Literacy Alive.” This list was provided not only as 

a convenience but also as a learning tool to engage students in further research, and the illuminating experience of realizing how 

their favorite character was birthed.  With regards to the list, and through the course of the ELA committee’s conversations (as 

well as the rest of our English teachers), one thing could not be denied – as in literature, where an author’s background and be-

liefs infiltrate their writing, the idea of valuable literature can be just as varied among colleagues and parents.  Some people may 

see this as a negative, but in actuality – it is very much the opposite.  So, where is the middle ground when it comes to finding 

the balance?  This is a question often asked of our parents – and what a great question it is; however, the answer isn’t always as 

easy.  
 Books can often be compared to windows in time. They offer glimpses into any era and any culture, various thoughts and deep 

emotion. Regardless of the choice of words or even the story, books open up a world that never could be traveled without 

them.  So, what does this have to do with Literacy Alive!? Our hope as educators is that your student connects to a character in 

a way not previously discovered.

Campus Safety:

Chief Petres from the Mundy Township Police Department and two other resource officers will 
be in attendance.  They will conduct a school walk through and then discuss safety procedures with 
the team.

 We have now implemented most of the traffic guidelines for the year, and they are helping with the flow and safety is-
sues.  The one area that creates almost all problems we have is when people ignore the guidelines given and try to stop in 
the wrong places, do not pull forward, allow students to be slow loading or unloading, leave cars unattended, etc.  Every 
time someone does this it always affects the flow and safety of our traffic pattern.   

One big problem area is when drivers stop to let students out before making the turn to go down to the loading and 
unloading area.  The main road coming in is not the place to do those things.  This always results in cars having to pull 
around other vehicles who are letting out students, and thus creating a greater safety problem.  This is why we need eve-
ryone to pull as far forward as possible, so that all exiting traffic can leave from the south end of the drop off pick up area, 
and incoming traffic always enters the area at the north end.  

Finally, remember that only cars in the right lane may pull over to drop off or pick up students.  Once in the left lane cars 
must drive through.  Nothing makes our drivers more upset than to wait in line like they are supposed to and then have 
someone pull down the left lane to cut the line.  
If at all possible, have students load and unload on the curb side of the car.  Again, greater danger results when they 
unload into the driving lanes. 
If everyone will do these things and follow traffic monitors’ directions, we will have few or no problems.
